1. Reference Schedule 2-4 p. 3 of 3 and Appendix A Please confirm that Orillia Power has previously obtained approval for a Standby Service rate of $1.00 per kW per month, and that it is applying for approval of the same rate for 2006. 

Response:

Orillia Power confirms that it had previously obtained approval for a Standby Service rate of $1.00 per kw per month. See Appendix A of the March 2002 Rate Order issued by the Ontario Energy Board. This rate was developed as a capacity charge for cogeneration customers. Orillia Power is confirming that it wishes to apply for approval of the same rate for 2006.

2. Please provide information on the definition of the billing demand for the Standby Charge. 

Response:

The current charge is $1 per kw per month based on the rated capacity of the cogeneration plant. For example a generator with installed rated capacity of 1 MW would be charged $1,000 per month as standby charge.
