Horizon Utilities Corporation (“Horizon”) recognizes that there is potential for the duplication and repetition of submissions previously filed with the Board and the submissions to be file under the Board’s Procedural Order No. 4, Generic Issues Proceeding.  As such, Horizon intends to rely on its Application for 2006 Electricity Distribution Rates and responses to Board staff and intervenor interrogatories as its previously filed submissions in this proceeding, as they relate to Smart Meters, Deferral/Variance Accounts, Generalized Standby Rates for Load Displacement Generation and Other Deferral Accounts including the accompanying comments below.

1. Smart Meters – no additional comments

2. Deferral/Variance Accounts
2.1 Regulatory Costs – no additional comments

2.2 Revenue Loss Attributable to Unforecasted Distributed Generation – not required subject to the approval of Horizon’s Standby Charge

3. Generalized Standby Rates for Load Displacement Generation – Horizon supports the much simpler gross-load billing method similar to that used for Transmission Connection charges.  In addition, Horizon supports THESL submission that Schedule 10-6 of the 2006 EDR Handbook is not suited for a dense distribution system environment, for the same reasons as outlined by THESL.

4. Other Deferral Accounts – Horizon supports the establishment of deferral accounts for Low Voltage Charge variances and Material Bad Debts to be utilized at the discretion of the LDC.

Horizon respectfully submits, that with the inclusion of the above comments, its 2006 EDR Electricity Distribution Rate Application and interrogatory responses, as they relate to the Generic Issues List, complete Horizon’s written submissions under this Generic Issues Proceeding.

Horizon may file further responses, as provided for in Procedural Order No. 4, at the end of the proceeding in response to the submissions of Board staff and intervenors.
